1. What was the Industrial Revolution?

Before the mid-1700s, most people lived on farms and made things by hand. The Industrial
Revolution was a time of rapid change where people moved to cities to work in mills,
factories, and mines. New machines were invented that could do work much faster than
humans

1. The Steam Engine:
James Watt made the steam engine efficient in 1769. This was
the "battery” of the era, powering machines and trains.

2. TheSpinning Mule: A machine that turned fiber into thread very quickly for making

clothes. .
3. Gegrge Stenphiepson: Known as the "Railway Pioneer,” he built the first public railway in
1825 and decided how wide train tracks should be (the "standard gauge").

4. The Iron Bridgg: The first bridge made entirely of cast iron was built in England in 1779. It

showed the world how strong iron could be for building.

2. Life.in the Growing Citi
As factories grew, cities became very crowded. This changed how people lived in many
ways:
e Living Conditions: Houses were often cramped and built in "slums." Because
there was no proper waste disposal, diseases like cholera could spread easily.
e Workhouses: If people were very poor or lost their jobs, they were sent to
workhouses. Life there was very hard, and families were often split up.
e Charles Dickens: A famous author who wrote stories (like Oliver Twist) to show

people how difficult life was for the poor and for children during this time.

In the 18005, children often had to work in factories and mines.

e They did jobs adults couldn't do, like squeezing between looms to fix broken
threads.

e They worked long hours for very little money.

» Sanitation: Joseph Bazalgette designed a massive gewage system for London to keep
the rivers clean and people healthy.

» Transportation: The first underground railway (the Tube) opened in London in [863.

« DBright Lights: Electric streetlights made cities much safer to walk in at night.
